DIRECTIONS TO THE COURTHOUSE COMPLEX & COUNTY ADMINISTRATION & RECORDS
BUILDING

From Trenton and Southern NJ: Take I-287 N. to exit 35 (South St.) make a left onto South St. (becomes
Rt 124). Continue west on South St. to the park (Morristown Green). Go three-quarters around the Green
and turn right onto Washington St. The Courthouse & County Administration Building are two short blocks
from the Green on the left.

From Northern NJ and NY City: Take I-80 W. to I-287 S. to exit 36 (Morris St.) Follow Morris St. to the
park (Morristown Green), go half-way around & turn right onto Washington St. The Courthouse & County
Administration Building are two short blocks from the Green on the left.

From Newark Airport: Take I-78 W. to Rt 24 W. At the end of Rt 24 take 1-287 S. to the next exit (#36
Morris St.). Follow Morris St. to the park (Morristown Green), go half-way around & turn right onto
W ashington St. The Courthouse & County Administration Building are two short blocks from the Green on
the left.

Using Bus or Train Service: Morris County Metro bus service to the center of Morristown is available from
many Morris County towns, for information call (973) 328-7686. NJ Transit operates frequent passenger train
service to Morristown, 1-800-772-2222. New York City to Morristown buses are operated by Lakeland Bus
Line (973) 366-0600 and Community Coach 1-800-522-4514 in NJ and in NY (212) 662-3530.

COUNTY & FRELINGHUYSEN ARBORETUM

From Trenton or Southern NJ: Take 1-287 N. to exit 36A (Morris Ave. [one-way]) and keep to the middle
lane, which becomes W hippany Rd. (County Rt. 511). Turn leftonto E. Hanover Ave. (County Rt. 650). The
Library will be on the right and across the street is the Arboretum.

From Northern NJ: Take I-80 to I-287 S. to exit 36 (Ridgedale Ave.). Turn right onto Ridgedale Ave. and
at the traffic light turn right onto E. Hanover Ave. After crossing over I-287 the Library is on the left and the
Arboretum is on the right.

From Newark Airport: Take I-78 W. to Rt. 24 W. At the end of Rt. 24 take 1-287 S. to the next exit (#36
Ridgedale Ave.) Turnrightonto Ridgedale Ave. and at the traffic light turn rightonto E. Hanover Ave. After
crossing over 1-287 the Library is on the left and the Arboretum is on the right.

From Trenton or Southern NJ: Take I-287 N. to exit 36A (Morris Ave. [a one way]) and keep to the middle
lane, which becomes Whippany Rd. (County Rt. 511). Turn left onto E. Hanover Ave. (County Rt. 650), this
becomes W. Hanover Ave at Rt. 202 in Morris Plains. Follow W. Hanover Ave., atthe top of the hill will be
the County facilities on both sides of the road.

From Northern NJ: Take I-80 to I-287 S. to exit 36 (Ridgedale Ave.). Turn right onto Ridgedale Ave. and
at the traffic light turn left onto E. Hanover Ave. This becomes W. Hanover Ave. at Rt. 202 in Morris Plains.
Follow W. Hanover Ave. and at the top of the hill will be the County facilities on both sides of the road.

From Newark Airport: Take I-78 W. to Rt. 24 W. At end of Rt. 24 take 1-287 S. to the next exit (#36
Ridgedale Ave.). Turn right onto Ridgedale Ave. and at the traffic light turn left onto E. Hanover Ave. This
becomes W. Hanover Ave. at Rt. 202 in Morris Plains. Follow W. Hanover Ave. and at the top of the hill will
be the County facilities on both sides of the road.

CULTURAL CENTER

Follow the directions to the Courthouse complex, continue past the Courthouse on Washington St. (Rt.
24) for approximately 3 miles, the Cultural Center will be on the left.
